We are
a solution-driven organization with the distinguishing quality to move people toward
powerful and profound choices about issues affecting our community and beyond.

The Fair Continues to Grow

Our mission is to educate people and communities in the Rocky Mountain region

to make healthy sustainable choices. We have primarily accomplished this mission
during the annual Sustainable Living Fair in September, the largest event of it’s kind
in the Rocky Mountain region. Since the first fair in 2000, annual attendance has
grown from 300 to nearly 10,000 attendees, exhibit booths sell out in advance and
2008 marks the year we will move to a larger, 20 acre venue. As a working model of
how to live and succeed within the realm of environmental and social responsibility
the Sustainable Living Fair has become a national destination point for sustainable,
hands-on education and information.

Year-round Programs

Our educational programs and workshops

offer creative challenges that combine a

local sense of place with global respect for

sustainability. Programs that deliver valu-

able, long-term benefits for a wide range of

community interests and improve the rela-

tionship between people and the environ-

ment. In 2008 we will expand our capacity to

provide access to sustainable education throughout the year so we can better meet
the needs of our community and beyond. We will provide hands-on training as well
as discussion based training. Topics will focus on community needs and range in
interest from green building techniques to local agriculture.

All of our programs forge connections between ideas, principles and resources and
harness communication to better understand and express these essential relation-
ships. Through training we provide a special understanding of the complex balance
between natural and human environments and we bridge the gap between research,
technology and product development, because we believe people should be informed
of their choices. The coming year represents a systematic continuation of our efforts
to empower people with the skills and the knowledge to help themselves and to
educate others.
